February 18th, 2016
A meeting of the Winchester Historic Preservation Commission was held on Thursday, Feb. 18th, 2016 @ 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  J.R. Wilhite, Chairman, presided. 
Commissioners present: Chairman J. R. Wilhite, Mark Arnold, Chris Thornbury & Jack Jones. Drew Graham & Bobby Shook were absent. Additional attendees: Planning Staff – Debbie Greene & Rachel Alexander. 
Consideration of Minutes: Chairman Wilhite called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and presented the minutes of January 21st 2016. Mr. Arnold made a motion to approve the January’s meeting minutes. Mr. Thornbury 2nd the motion, motion carried unanimously. 
Documentary:              Chairman Wilhite discussed the contract for the video services for the documentary. He stated there would be 2 rough cuts and then a final version. The timeline would be finished by June 1st 2016. He asked if any questions regarding the contract. Mr. Jones asked about the time of the video, Mr. Wilhite said he was sure this would be figured out when they do the work. He said Video Editing will transcribe and then put it all together. Chairman Wilhite said he appreciated Mr. Thornbury volunteering to help with this process. There should be a lot of good use for the video. Mr. Jones made a motion to authorize the contract and the 1st installment payment to Video Editing for services. Mr. Arnold made a 2nd to approve. Motion was approved unanimously to authorize contract and 1st installment payment.
Jordon Electric Building: Chairman Wilhite said the staff report is in still progress. He then asked Rachel to fill the Board in on the report so far. Ms. Alexander said she had been in contact with several agencies and will do some more checking on the background of the building. She really doesn’t have any new information. Chairman Wilhite said he thought it was a good approach to ask as many agencies/people as possible regarding the building. Ms. Alexander said Laura Freeman of Mt. Folly Farm is interested in purchasing it for a farm market store and a distillery. Ms. Alexander said she and Matt Belcher has a meeting with her next week. And hopefully she will purchase the building and the HPC won’t have to pursue it any further. Chairman Wilhite said the HPC will stand by pending the completion of the report and the City’s discussion with the potential buyer.

Staff Comments:          Chairman Wilhite said Mr. Vincent of D&S Hardware had contacted him and Ms. Greene this week regarding a lighted sign for the front of the building. He said Mr. Vincent really didn’t want a lighted sign and would like us to tell him it would be difficult to approve this according the design guidelines for HPC district. HPC guidelines state that internally illuminated signs are not appropriate in the historic district. Mr. Wilhite said Mr. Vincent is working hard to get the Hardware store open it could possibly be open in May this year. Mrs. Greene stated the budget request will be the same as last year. The request is for $500.00. Mr. Thornbury made a motion to request the $500 for the budget for HPC. Mr. Jones 2nd the motion. Motion approved unanimously. 
Adjournment:              Mr. Jones made a motion to adjourn, 2nd by Mr. Arnold. Meeting was adjourned at 6:15pm.
